Lucille Morris, 96, of Clarksville, MO, passed away on Wednesday, July 29,
2020 at the St. Joseph Hospital in Lake St. Louis, MO.

In the summer of 1947, they moved
to the Yeager farm near Clarksville, MO, where they resided the rest of their
lives. 

 She worked hard along side her husband and shared in his many endeavors,
commercial fishing, hunting, trapping, and running a small fish market. They
ran an Evinrude dealership and marina for many years, along with farming. 

 She is survived by her son, William (Janet) Morris and their families. A niece,
Betty Jackson, and William T. Perkins who lived with her at different times,
and she considered them her children. 3 nephews, 2 nieces, and their
families, and a 60+ year family friend and confidant, Hubert Welch. 

 She was preceded in death by her husband, George, a grandson, Chris, her
parents, 1 brother, 2 sisters, 5 nephews, and 1 niece.
